RESEARCH CENTRE FOR GENDER EQUALITY (KETHI)
The RESEARCH CENTRE FOR GENDER EQUALITY (KETHI), a Legal Entity under Private Law, was founded in 1994 and functions centrally in Athens and regionally in Alexandroupoli, Amfissa, Heraklion, Kalamata, Komotini, Patras, Preveza, Thessalonica and Volos. 

KETHI is supervised and funded by the General Secretariat for Gender Equality of the Ministry of the Interior, Public Administration and Decentralisation.
KETHI’s main purpose is the promotion of gender equality. It is dynamically activated in enabling the advancement of women in all areas of social, political and economic life and aims at contributing decisively in the elimination of discriminations against women. 
Particularly, KETHI:
· Carries out researches and scientific studies on gender equality. 

· Releases and publishes researches, studies and other informational material (printed and audio-visual). 

· Provides information on women rights and gender equality issues.

· Informs and advises bodies, agencies, groups, organisations and individuals regarding gender equality.

· Shares know-how and expertise on issues regarding women counselling in employment, entrepreneurship and social integration. 
· Sensitises, educates and trains agencies, groups, organisations and individuals regarding gender equality issues.
· Supports experimental institutions promoting good practices for women. 

· Processes and disseminates statistical data and information on issues regarding women status, women rights and gender anti-discriminatory policies.

· Plans, implements, monitors and evaluates national and European action projects with the view to promoting gender anti-discriminatory practices. 
· Organises events, lectures, seminars, conferences and public campaigns to raise awareness on gender equality issues. 

· Co-operates with European and international organisations to promote mutual exchange of information on gender equality policies. 

· Develops a network of support structures for women’s employment, entrepreneurship and social integration in Greece and in the European Union.

KETHI operates Centres for Supporting and Guidance Services in 9 cities (Athens, Alexandroupolis, Amfissa, Volos, Heraklion, Thessaloniki, Kalamata, Komotini, Preveza), which provide support services (free of charge) to socially vulnerable groups of women.
